I’ve been dreaming about money – and so have some of my friends.  I 
dreamed someone asked me if I had a five dollar bill to trade for five one  
dollar bills.  I made the exchange.  When I thumbed through the wad of bills 
handed to me, there were at least two fives among the ones and more than 
five ones!  I wondered if I was somehow being scammed, or if the bills I had been given were 
fake.  Who knew I was that synical?  In my dream, “no good deed goes unpunished” seemed to 
be my mindset.  Here I was, helping out a stranger, and somehow my willingness to help was 
being used to trick me, rob me, or bamboozle me in some way!   
 
I better work on changing my mindset!  What if the request to make change was just a test to 
see if I’d be willing to help someone, even a stranger, and the extra money was a reward for my 
willingness?  Instead of doubting that the abundance was real, what if I simply was grateful for 
it?  Maybe gave away whatever excess beyond my original $5 there was?  What sorts of amaz-
ing blessings could I “pay forward” if I could be joyful rather than skeptical? 
 
Then there’s the gal I pray with regularly.  She dreamed that I was sitting in a chair, and all 
sorts of money started to fall into my lap.  Tons of it – she claimed.  The abundance was amaz-
ing to her.  She told me that whatever was about to come my way would not only be good, but 
amazingly good.  It may or may not be money, she said, but some sort of abundant blessing 
must be coming! 
 
Then, today, I see this little news article online.  It’s from the Associated Press:   
PORT JEFFERSON, N.Y. (Aug. 28) - A New York pastor says one of his congregants donated 
a winning lottery ticket worth $3 million to his church.  Pastor Bertrand Crabbe of the True 
North Community Church in Port Jefferson says the donor, who asked to remain anonymous, 
donated the "Ba Da Bling" scratch-off ticket immediately after realizing he won.  Crabb says 
the donor said "This was why God put the ticket in his hands."  A state Lottery official said 
Wednesday that the independent Christian church will get a little over $100,000 a year through 
2028. The amount could be higher if withheld taxes are refunded because of the church's non-
profit status.  Crabb says the 650-member church will give the first year's proceeds to other 
charities. 
 
OK – that church is bigger than New Creation is, so our lottery ticket could be considerably 
smaller and still do us (and others) a whole pile of good!  Too bad I don’t play the lottery…  
But read that last line of the AP story again.  The “church will give the first year’s proceeds to 
other charities.”   The church is expecting payouts for the next 20 years.  To give away the first 
year’s proceeds is to give 1/20th of it away.  If they do that again in 2009, they will have tithed 
their unexpected blessing.  What a wonderful thing!  In gratitude for the blessings to come, 
they give away the first portion.  Instead of clinging to it, fearing that the rest won’t come, or 
that it’s a bad dream they’re going to wake up from, they freely give of what has been unex-
pectedly given to them!  WOW   
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This October the UFMCC (know to long timers as “The Fellowship”) celebrates its 40th anniversary. 
Where were you 40 years ago, October of 1968, in terms of your personal relationship with God?  And 
where were you in terms of your personal relationship with your GLBT identity/life style and God?   (I 
was in college and busy being a good student, and while periodically questioning myself, did not come 
out for another two years.)   
1968  Remember the January Tet Offensive in Vietnam?  LBJ  not seeking a second full term as presi-
dent.  My  Lai?    The assignation of Martin Luther King in March, and Robert Kennedy in June?  The 
presidential convention in Chicago, with anti-war protesters  battling with police in the streets.  Russian 
troops invading Czechoslovakia. Nixon was elected President. The Olympics when the US gold medal 
winners raised their fists.   And in October, in San Francisco, Rev. Troy Perry held a small church  
service. 
2008   We have soldiers in Iraq & Afghanistan.  The presidential elections again. Global warming is a 
major matter and being green is good.   The economy-  oil concerns and gas prices.  Darfur.   China- 
earthquakes and Olympics.  Rogue nuclear nations, North Korea & Iran.   Russian troops invading a 
former republic- Georgia.   And while we have a long way to go…some states offer legal gay mar-
riages, just as some countries now legalize gay marriages.    We have open GLBT elected officials.   
And…UFMCC is celebrating it’s 40th anniversary in churches in the US and abroad. (Indeed MCC  
representatives have been at work in Eastern Europe, including Russia.)  Isn’t God’s power amazing! 
 
Also: This August our UFMCC Board of Elders and Board of Administrators met in Guadalajara, Mex-
ico. (The first time they’ve met outside the US) Their report is posted on the UFMCC web site- home 
page.  In the report are positive observations on the Would Jesus Discriminate campaign, as well as 
Youth Mission trips to the Dominican Republic They adopted a Human Right Protocol authored by 
Rev Diane Fisher (our Elder), remain committed to Diversity Training, and are making plans for the 
2010 General Conference- to be held in Acapulco, Mexico.  Not to be overlooked is the report by ad-
ministrative director, Rev. Cindi Love, that so far our Fellowship is slightly ahead if it’s tithing projec-
tions and attendance in local MCCs is up by 12 %, compared to last year!

What does forty years mean to our church and our global movement? Forty years of tearing down 

walls and building up hope! The number 40 is a Biblical number, after all. Noah sailed on the ark for 

40 days and nights. The Israelites wandered 40 years in the desert. Jesus spent 40 days in the wilder-

ness wrestling with the devil and the future of his ministry. 

I suppose ministry in MCC has been a wilderness – as we have wrestled through our vocation as a move-

ment, as we have tried to really hear the Spirit’s call. What is it we came into the world to do? Have we 

done it in 40 years? What have been our distractions and temptations? 

And are we ready to move into the Promised Land, to come out, as Jesus did?  Well, yes and 
no! We have labored, we have succeeded, and we have failed sometimes. We have been the gay church, 

the church with AIDS, and, more recently, the Human Rights church. We have stood up to some phar-

aoh’s of our day, and said, “Let our people go!” We have crossed seas and been fed manna in the wilder-

ness. Sometimes we didn’t know where the resources or support was going to come from, but God pro-

vided. And, I have no illusions that suddenly, after 40 years, we will magically be in the “Promised Land.” 

But, I do believe there is such a land – of freedom from homophobia, of spiritual empowerment, jus-

tice, the end of poverty, war, racism, disease, and fear. That land exists in the spiritual imagination of 

every person of faith. And it exists, in glimpses, now and then, in our churches and communities, in our 

people, in our hearts. It exists certainly in the Heart of God.  It exists in that “kingdom” that realm of 

God that Jesus preached – that is here, right now, and yet to come. 

So, on we travel, together, 40 years and beyond.  There are so many who still do not know the life giv-

ing, life-transforming message of the inclusive gospel of Jesus that we were given 40 years ago. Today, 

life is still difficult and dangerous for homeless gay youth, for people with HIV/AIDS, transgender 

brothers and sisters, for lesbians and gay men in many countries in the world.  Human rights are not 

celebrated or honored everywhere. Churches in many places in the world do not embrace everyone with 

the love of Christ. Forty years later, in some places in the world, we are just beginning. In other 
places, we are reaching new levels of maturity and depth and commitment to our next generations. We 

have made an impact – tens of millions have now heard our message, and been influenced by our cour-

age and vision of hope. We have imitators and detractors!  Most of all, we have an incredible, global net-

work, community that is on the move and getting ready for the next forty years. I have been spending 

time trying to learn about what MCC might need to be in 2048, wrestling with a vision to move us 

forward. Know this: our greatest challenges and opportunities are yet to come. We are a people 
of destiny, and, as the great theologian Martin Buber said, “We must believe in Destiny, and 
that it stands in need of us!” 
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Have you seen our new second floor sanctuary? What about that new parking lot  
addition?  No, you haven’t missed anything, they aren’t there yet.  They could be.  
 
Everyone has a busy life, work, family, and then there is the house. What if Jesus had been too 
busy to reach out to the Samaritan woman at the well or not been there to raise Lazarus? We 
talk about advertising. Park benches, bill boards, and ads are fine but just reaching out is the 
best advertising we can do.  I know it took me a long time to tell people I was a member of a 
Metropolitan Community Church instead of just saying I belong to a small non-denominational 
church. 
 
It is wonderful to have that small church feeling where everyone knows everyone but that is not 
how churches grow. It’s by reaching out. Not just the Pastor reaching out. Not by the board or 
the lay-chaplains reaching out but by all of us reaching out together. 
 
For years we have thought of ourselves as a small church. We have made decisions like a small 
church; we have had the same fears that any small church has had.  Now it’s time for change 
and it will take each and every one of us to make that change. It all boils down to you.  
 
We have a presidential election coming in November. Change is sorely needed in  
Washington, and both candidates know it, but if you don’t get involved and vote that change 
will never happen.  The same is true here at church—if you don’t get involved and reach out we 
will continue to be that little church on the hill on Williams Road.  It’s up to you! Get involved 
and together we can make change happen.
